Danube-Carpathian Programme (herein referred to as the Parties) acknowledge the
importance of sustainable forest management and responsible attitude to production and
selling of wood products.

Therefore the Parties suppott the certification of forests in the Slovak Republic according to
standards of the Forest Stewardship Council (FSC) and of other credible, internationally
recognised certification systems as a credible instrument to publicly present sustainable
forest management and responsible attitude to production and selling of wood products.

Lesy Slovenskej republiky, §.p. intends to certify the total forest area which they manage by
the end of 2008. They commit to proceed with the certification by applying credible,
internationally recognised certification systems, which provide unique information to
customers that produced timbet comes from forests managed under the principles of
sustainability.

Kronospan SK, s.r.o.; Mondi Business Paper SCP, a. s.; Swedwood Slovakia, s.r.o and at
least 20 percent of the member companies of the Association of Wood Processing
Manufacturets of the Slovak Republic or at least 20 percent of the production capacity of its
member companies intend to certify, if not yet already certified, production of wood based
ptoducts by 2007 (Mondi Business Paper SCP, a.s. by 2000) according to FSC chain of
custody standards and to prefer the purchasing of FSC certified timber, if available.

Hornbach intends to increase the share of FSC certified products of the overall amount of
wood products they purchase in Slovakia.
